1.  What is the minimum amount of wrapping paper will he need to wrap each gift?  Make sure to answer in some type of measurement (square feet, square inches, square centimeters). Make sure to show how you arrived at your estimate.  
And by the way, which gift will require more wrapping paper?  

2.  My uncle only has one roll of wrapping paper.  The label says that the roll is 72 cm wide and 7 meters long.  Will he have enough wrapping paper to wrap both gifts pictured in the cart and one of these Xboxes (pictured below) that I think he is getting me (I know where he hides the gifts)?  Show your work and reasoning.
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The gift on the right is 55cm tall, 94cm long and 5cm wide.





The gift on the left is 40cm tall, 75cm long and 12cm wide.





An Xbox box is 30cm long, 18.5cm wide and 32cm tall
